Patients are screened and treated based on their most urgent dental needs & extractions, fillings, oral 4
surgery and dental hygiene. Those services are then provided by one of our volunteers & hundreds of
licensed dentists and hygienists who have donated their talents to treat patients. The greatest part of

their service is that it is done absolutely free.
